• Teach a full instructional load of 15 credit hours (or 225 instructional contact hours) per

• Maintain regular office hours to support student learning and provide academic advising. 

• Actively participate in student learning outcome (SLO) assessments, program reviews, and 

institutional assessments. 

• Assist students with academic advising, career exploration, and transfer opportunities.

• Perform additional duties as assigned by the Mathematics Department Chairperson or Dean
