e Work as a team with other instructors in developing departmental mission, programs, and
courses, and assist in the implementation of departmental projects, under the Director’s
supervision
Keep office hours to assist students and serve as their advisor
Be physically on campus at a minimum of six hours each day of class or as required
Serve on one or more of ASCC committee, upon approval of the TTD Director
Work with Advisory Council to align courses with industry standards
Develop, implement, and assess Student Learning Outcomes (SLOs) for each course taught
Share SLO data collected from courses taught with department and other college
stakeholders, and provide recommendations for improvement and student learning
Participate in the different levels of SLO review, program review, and student assessment
e Work with Advisory Council to promote, outreach, and recruit students for the program
e Perform other duties as assigned by TTD Director
