General Description:

The Electronics Instructor reports directly to the Academic Chairperson of the Trade & Technical
Department (TTD).

assessment.

e Share data on SLOs from course taught with the department and other college stakeholders, and
provide recommendations for improvement and student learning.

e Work with Advisory Council to promote programs and recruit students.

e Teach and perform various electronic component tests using specialized tools and equipment.

e Observe, monitor and remain in compliance with established safety rules, practices and procedures
pertaining to industrial workplaces, and comply with all TTD, local and federal environmental and
health regulations and policies.

e Work as a team member with other instructors in developing the departmental mission, programs,
and courses, and assist in the implementation of departmental projects under the Director’s
supervision.

e Develop, implement and assess Student Learning Outcomes for each course taught.

e Perform other duties as assigned by TTD Director.

Minimum Qualifications:

e Associate degree in Electronic Technology. In lieu of a degree, must have seven (7) years of
progressive experience in electronics.
e Knowledge of, skills in and experience with closely related fields.
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e Current certification and licensure from a U.S. recognized institution in closely related field highly
required.

e Two years of experience teaching trades and technical courses at a two or four year institution.

e Ability to work as a team member with other instructors and the administration.

e Bachelor degree in Electronics or related field.

e Seven (7) years of progressive work experience in electronics or related area.

e Five (5) years of experience teaching trades and technical courses at a two year or a four year
institution.
